He has developed blended video lectures in Advanced Research Methods I and II and also developed course 

material of Development Economics 1 and II, Rural Development, Project Planning for master level courses at 

Ethiopian Civil Service University Addis Ababa, Ethiopia. He has published about 150 research papers and 

articles in national and international reputed journals. He has 15 patents concerning data analytics, economics 

and econometrics.

He also talked about governmental 

projects and motivated students that the Indian government has launched very ambitious projects like Make in 

India, Digital India, Startup action plans, etc. These projects require leaders with advanced knowledge in 

engineering, technology, commerce and industry. Success of these projects depends greatly on research, 

innovation, entrepreneurship in universities and colleges.
